· A consumer report is not a report generated by Sandia in-house or information collected by Sandia employees from publicly available sources such as criminal records databases and your employment and personal references.

If Sandia obtains a consumer report about you, and if it considers any information in the report when making a decision to engage you as an independent consultant/professional service provider that directly and adversely affects you, you will be provided with a copy of the consumer report and a summary of your rights under the FCRA before the decision is finalized. You also may contact the Federal Trade Commission about your rights under the FCRA.
